MUST
Write a simple opening for a story, using a familiar setting.  

The setting must be at least five sentences.  

Each sentence must begin with a capital letter and end with a full stop.
SHOULD
Write a story opening using an unfamiliar setting – eg set in a different time or place.
COULD
Write two contrasting story openings using unfamiliar settings, set in different times or places.
